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Why choose wool

The uniqueness of the wool is:

Moisture transport and odour control
Wool absorbs moisture, and keeps the body dry. Microbes / bacteria will not reproduce as
easily in a dry environment. It is the microbes / bacteria that smells, not the sweat itself.

Wool fibers are scaly, and
therefore prevent body odor.

Bacteria prefer smooth surfaces.
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Insulation
The amount of air in a fiber determines how well it insulates. The wool fiber is curled, and a

garment of wool therefore contains considerably larger amounts of air versus a garment
of synthetic fiber - and thus insulate better.
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Merino wool can absorb large
amounts of moisture as opposed

N_W to synthetic fiber.

Generating heat:
Wool generates heat when it gets wet, until the fibers have absorbed moisture up to 35 %
of its own weight. Even then, wool does not feel damp.
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Merino wool is a natural, organic, and renewable fiber.
It is naturally flame retardant.

Micron is the term for the fineness of the fiber. The lower the micron, the finer and softer
is the fiber.

Merino wool, which is used in underwear from Devold® has a micron between 17.5 and
19.5. In comparison, a cashmeres micron is between 15 and 19. Underwear from Devold®

will be seen as very soft and comfortable.

Devold® purchases its wool mainly from wool farms in Tasmania, but also from New Zealand,
South America and South Africa.

Devold® trade exclusively with farms that do not practice mulesing.
